February 17, 2010 is Ash Wednesday, which s
the beginning of the Season of Lent.
ABSTINENCE: All Catholics who have reachgd
their 14th birthday are bound to abstain totplly
from meat on the following days: Ash Wedngs-
day, all Fridays of Lent and Good Friday.
FASTING: All Catholics between their 18th apd
59th birthdays are also bound to observe |the
Laws of Fast on the following days: Afgh
Wednesday and Good Friday. This practice in-
volves limiting oneself to a single full meal ghd
avoiding food between meals. Light sustengnce
may be taken on two other occasions in the cqurse
of the day.
EASTER DUTY: After they have been initiatgd
into the Most Holy Eucharist, all the faithful gre
bound by the obligation of receiving Communjon
at least once a year. This precept must be] ful-
filled during the Easter season, unless for a good
reason it is fulfiled at another time during the
year. This obligation may be fulfilled between
February 21 (First Sunday in Lent) and May]30
(Trinity Sunday).
